Madison (April 21, 2010) – Charles Czeczok, of La Crosse, is the winner of the prestigious 2010 Houghton Award from the Wisconsin Medical Society Foundation.  

Czeczok received the award, including a $1000 check, during the Wisconsin Medical Society’s Annual Meeting April 16-17 at Madison’s Monona Terrace.

Czeczok, a fourth-year medical student, graduated summa cum laude with a Bachelor of Science in biology from the University of Wisconsin-Madison. 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The Houghton Award was established by Doctors John H. and William J. Houghton in the 1960s to honor medical students who show promise for becoming what the brothers referred to as, “complete physicians.” By that, they meant those who excelled in their knowledge of both the socioeconomic and scientific issues related to medicine.  

John H. Houghton, MD, a general practitioner in the Wisconsin Dells, was president of the State Medical Society of Wisconsin (now called the Wisconsin Medical Society) from 1965 to 1966. William J. Houghton, MD, also active in the Society, was a general surgeon in Milwaukee.
