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Medical College of Wisconsin student honored 
with Houghton Award
Madison (April 21, 2010) – Tina Dreger, a student at the Medical College of Wisconsin (MCW), is the winner of the Wisconsin Medical Society Foundation’s prestigious 2010 Houghton Award.
Dreger received the award, including a $1000 check, during the Wisconsin Medical Society’s Annual Meeting April 16-17 in Madison.
A fourth year medical student, Dreger “has demonstrated a remarkably strong record of academic excellence and has utilized her leadership and team player skills in both on- and off-campus organizations,” wrote Kenneth B. Simons, MD, senior associate dean for Academic Affairs, in his nomination of Dreger. 

Dreger has served as co-president of MCW’s American Medical Association – Medical Student Section and co-chaired residency day and residency fair programs, led roundtable discussions and participated in both state and national-level meetings. She has also been active in the Medical Student Spouses and Significant Others Association and participated in many community service projects through HopeWorldwide. She also was a member of the Student Emergency Medicine Student Association and the Orthopaedic Surgery Interest Group.
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The Houghton Award was established by Doctors John H. and William J. Houghton in 
the 1960s to honor medical students who show promise for becoming what the brothers referred to as “complete physicians,” someone who excelled in their knowledge of both the scientific and socioeconomic issues related to medicine.  According to Dr. Simons, Dreger certainly meets those standards. 
 “Tina loves interacting with patients and will spend a sufficient amount of time to form a firm connection,” he added. “She is efficient in developing a basis for patient care and understands the importance of explaining procedures and treatments thoroughly to patients.”

John H. Houghton, MD, a general practitioner at Wisconsin Dells, was president of the State Medical Society of Wisconsin (now called the Wisconsin Medical Society) from 1965 to 1966. William J. Houghton, MD, also active in the Society, was a general surgeon in Milwaukee.
