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Union Grove native named 2010 Presidential Scholar
Madison (April 21, 2010) – The Wisconsin Medical Society Foundation has named Amanda Herzog its 2010 Presidential Scholar. The Union Grove native will receive a $3,000 scholarship to defray her educational expenses. Foundation President David Falk, MD, presented the award during the Wisconsin Medical Society’s Annual Meeting April 16-17 in Madison.
Herzog, a third-year medical student at the University of Wisconsin School of Medicine and Public Health, ranks in the top 2 percent of her class and has been active in the Wisconsin Medical Society, the American Medical Association and the university’s Ethics Committee. 
“Amanda [Herzog] is a remarkable woman who is intelligent, committed, creative and very resilient,” said Patrick McBride, MD, MPH, Associate Dean for Students, in his letter of recommendation. “She is a true leader among her peers in very important initiatives at our school, including our Student Ethics Committee and other service to her community.”

The Presidential Scholar Award was established by the Foundation to recognize a medical student entering his or her fourth year, who has exemplified the attributes, skills and desire to become a leader in the medical profession in Wisconsin. 

Herzog certainly exemplifies the awards’ criteria. In addition to her academic achievement and involvement in extra-curricular activities, she was one of a group of students 
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who created the Healthy Classrooms Foundation, a non-profit focused on bringing public health to the classroom. With the support of a grant from the Wisconsin Medical Society Foundation, Herzog created a preventative nutrition education program for a Madison elementary school, integrating the program with the curriculum with the support of a Wisconsin Medical Society Foundation grant. She also created a Public Health Initiative Guide and obtained funding to provide copies to all K-12 schools in Madison.
This year’s Presidential Scholar Award was presented in memory of two past Society presidents, John Mullooly, MD, and Gerald Derus, MD, who passed away during the past year.
