Doctor Halverson, who is board-certified in both psychiatry and psychosomatic medicine, practices at Rogers Memorial Hospital in Oconomowoc. The award is presented annually to a young physician who demonstrates commitment to patients, the medical profession and the community.

efforts in the community with organizations like the Safehaven Psychiatry Clinic, a free clinic for homeless people with serious mental illness in Dane County.


“He has consistently demonstrated in a variety of arenas that he is the type of person who gets things done,” said Molli Rolli, MD, in her nomination letter. 
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Doctor Halverson also is active in numerous medical organizations, including the Wisconsin Medical Society, the American Medical Association, the American Psychiatric Association Council on Advocacy and Government Relations, the Wisconsin Psychiatric Association and the Dane County Medical Society, which he currently serves as president. And he has been a vocal advocate on mental health issues such as the passage of parity legislation.
“Despite Dr. Halverson’s momentous accomplishments in research, advocacy and education, he continues to be one of the most humble people we have ever met,” Reardon and Casimir added. “This is truly a man who is motivated to greatness simply because of his heart of gold for his patients.”
